Fillable PDFs of our registration are 
available on our school website under the Documents & Forms section, or for pick up from our school 
office.

These forms are available in the school’s 
office and are valid for three (3) years.

Preschool Growing and Learning Days – École Neil Campbell School is among 5 schools who will be 
hosting this event for children beginning kindergarten in September. The event is on Wednesday, April 
29, 2026 from 4:30pm-6:30pm. See the attached PDF for details. 

Notice to Fee for Service and Grade 6 Students regarding bussing: - Fee-For-Service applications 
must be submitted to the Transportation Department by June 30th of each school year and will be 
reviewed on an individual basis. Grade 6 students currently being transported by a RETSD school bus will 
not be eligible for free busing in Grade 7. According to the Manitoba Education Public Schools Act 
Regulation (M.R. 259/2006), Grade 7 to 12 students living within the city limits are not eligible for 
school bus transportation, however Fee-for-Service may be available. If you are considering this option, 
please submit a Transportation Application – Fee-For-Service 2026-27 Form B. Forms are available from 
the school office or on the Transportation section located on divisional home page. Applications are not 
rolled over therefore, you must (re)-apply every year.
