Bussing:  
Please check the StopFinder app for your child’s bussing �me and loca�ons (if you require more 
informa�on, please see the transporta�on webpage).  Delays are to be expected for the first few 
days as drivers learn names and find traffic paterns.  As the transporta�on department learns 
about the routes, transporta�on �mes may be altered, and updates will be sent via StopFinder.  
Our transporta�on department also uses X (formerly Twiter) to no�fy of delays.  The school 
phone will stay open to answer calls un�l all our buses have arrived home for the first couple 
weeks.  
 
Pick up and Drop Off: 
Please help keep our students safe and minimize the conges�on before and a�er school.  If your 
student cannot walk, bike or take the bus, please arrange a spot for pick up away from the school.  
Please avoid Brazier and Leighton as there is no stopping due to school bus loading.  The parking 
lot next door does have security and does not allow for pick up and drop offs.   
We do have a bike cage to help keep all our bikes safe! 

• ALL bikes in the bike cage must be locked to a bike rack with an effec�ve bike lock. 
• During school hours the bike cage will be locked.  Students who are late or need to leave 

early will need to lock their bikes up to the bike rack outside of the cage. 
• When the bell goes for the start of classes, the cage will be locked.  
• The bike rack will be open during the lunch hour from 11:45 – 12:40. 
• The bike rack will be opened at the end of the school day. 

Technology Expecta�ons: 
Our school is a personal-electronic—device-free zone during school hours and on school property.  
These guidelines established by the Government of Manitoba refer to any personal devices that 
can be used to connect to the internet (e.g., smartwatches, tablets, cellphones, laptops).  If 
possible, we recommend that students leave all personal electronic devices at home, if they must 
come to school then they need to remain locked in the student’s locker.  
We are pleased to provide students with access to a computer network and equipment. Unless 
parents contact us to opt out, access to our computer network and equipment will be granted to 
all students.
